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The history of human sexuality is lit-
tered with perversity. Unfortunately, 
most of it is overlooked or glossed over 
by your boring high school teacher in 
favor of whatever lame facts the current 
school curriculum requires. Who wants 
to know about the Civil War when the 
history of deviance is right there? No 
one, that’s who. I bet if I’d been taught 
this kinda stu� in class, I would have 
gotten better than a C-.

When I think of Orpheus, I think of begging 
the accidental reaper, “Please don’t kill the 
twin �ames who gu�aw in unison at the 
most inappropriate and gruesome death 

scenes in Akira Kurosawa’s Ran, at the cinema 
full of everyone else’s gasps.” We were always 
mutually, individually, and independently 
outcasts.
