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We all know the story (well, many of us do) 
about the French Revolution. The non-noble 
people of France decided they wanted their 
say in government, speci�cally by creating 
their own faction in the Estates-General (basi-
cally like the US Congress or Brit Parliament). 
The creation of that faction called the “Third 
Estate” (the �rst being of clergymen and the 
second of nobles) existed to demand reform 
for the bene�t of the common people, spe-
ci�cally taxes, as what we would consider the 
working class was being taxed heavily. They 
challenged King Louis XVI’s authority, and he 
was pretty fucking pissed o� about it. 

The Estates-General basically just told the 
Third Estate to fuck o�. So, in typical French 
fashion, they said, “Fine, we’re gonna start 
our own assembly, with blackjack and hook-
ers,” and hung out in a tennis court (this is 
not a joke, they did this) and vowed not to 
leave until a constitution could be agreed 
upon, calling themselves the National As-
sembly of France, and declared all taxes il-
legal. Then, just a week or so later, more-or-

less disenfranchised, a revolutionary fervor 
began spreading, and eventually, the people 
stormed the fortress prison called the Bas-
tille. They freed all the unjustly imprisoned 
people kept within its dank walls in 1789, as 
it was both a symbol of the king’s authority 
and a horrible place to sock away your po-
litical enemies, which constituted most of its 
inhabitants. The French still party about that 
every July 14th—Bastille Day. Because fuck 
you, Louis. Louis did agree to some very lim-
ited reforms, but it was basically the equiva-
lent of ordering egg rolls and just getting a 
greasy bag of those fried chow mein noodles 
instead. People were even more angry and 
started to get ready to go to Bastille Day in 
all of Paris. 

Frightened, the king appointed none other 
than Marquis de Lafayette to head the guard 
forces in the city. You may remember the 
Marquis de Lafayette from such revolutions 
as the American Revolution, in which he 
fought with and served under George Fuck-
ing Washington, the pimp of the ages and 
the reason so many cities have a Lafayette 
Ave.

Following all that drama and a lot of hem-
ming and hawing, three years later, the mon-
archy agreed to accept the Third Estate and 
draft a constitution. After disputes about 
voting and the role of the king in appointing 
members of the reformed Estates-General (it 
turns out he said he should be able to pick 
whoever he wanted, surprise), people were 

still mad. Eventually, on September 1792, 
revolutionaries kick in doors and arrest the 
king. The king is brought forth to a tribunal of 
sorts, with absolutely no bias at all, I’m sure...
and is found guilty of 21 charges, basically 
amounting to crimes against humanity. 

Even if you know jack shit about the French 
Revolution, you know what happens next. 
Yeah, they cut his fucking head o�...lots of 
heads were cut o�. So began the First French 
Republic. Afterward, the so-called “Reign of 
Terror” (isn’t that a Slayer album?) ensues, 
and for about a year, people thought to be 
counter-revolutionary are slain in thousands. 
Way to start a new government, guys. Even-
tually, things calmed down, and they started 
to settle into a new, fairly reasonable society. 
But then they went too far.

You see, they decided to listen to the schol-
ars of the “radical Enlightenment” for ideas 
on how to reform their society. To translate 
in modern terms, the radical Enlightenment 
were basically like today’s left-wing col-
lege professors, perched in their ivory tow-
ers and feeling they can solve the ills of the 
world, despite having been insulated from 
the workings of the real world and having no 
understanding of life outside academia. To 
post-revolutionary France, this seemed like a 
good idea. We, the French, had a successful 
revolution and created a brave new repub-
lic, so let’s bring in some people with bold, 
new ideas to help us shape it in an egalitarian 
fashion, right? Equality among all (except for 
the French colonies, which were still under 
the yoke of bullshit). Well, this is where it all 
goes sideways.

These enlightened scholars decided, “Well, 
fuck this calendar,” and decided to draft a new 
calendar, with the 12 months of the calendar 
containing three décades, instead of weeks, 
of 10 days each; at the end of the year, they 
lumped �ve (six in leap years) supplementary 
days. The months were ordered in such a way 
as to have one corresponding to the Grego-
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rian months of September and October, and 
they were 

Vendémiaire (meaning “vintage”)

Brumaire (“mist”) 

Frimaire (“frost”)

Nivôse (“snow”) 

Pluviôse (“rain”) 

Ventôse (“wind”) 

Germinal (“seedtime”) 

Floréal (“blossom”) 

Prairial (“meadow”) 

Messidor (“harvest”) 

Thermidor (“heat”) 

And last, Fructidor (“fruits”). 

The names were the invention of poet 
Philippe Fabre d’Églantine, who was a noto-
rious asshole and did not tip strippers. Each 
of the 360 days in the year was named for a 
seed, tree, �ower, fruit, animal, or tool, replac-
ing the All Saints’ Day names and Christian 
festivals. This was deliberate, as they wished 
to divorce society from religion...because, 
fuck them fools. In the immortal words of 
Saint Ron Popeil, “But wait, there’s more!”

Changing the calendar was not enough, 
though, and this is where we get to my main 
thesis. They tried to change TIME ITSELF.

Citing the “practical and logical” change to 
the calendar, they needed to change the 
structure and form of the days as well.

How on Earth would one do that? Well, let me 
tell you the grandiose ideas put into place 
alongside this.

Time, you see, while immutable, is subject to 
re-evaluation on how to properly perceive 
it. They said to themselves, tongues �rmly 
planted inside their own assholes, that time 
needed to change how it was observed by 
the citizens of post-revolutionary France.

This leads to the invention of Republican 
Time. Republican Time replaced the tradi-
tional 60 seconds per minute, 60 minutes 
per hour, 24 hours in a day model with some-
thing vastly di�erent. 

What they did was re-align time. One hun-
dred seconds per minute, 100 minutes per 
hour, and 10 hours in a day. This “reasonable 
and egalitarian” form of time was supposed 
to be to the bene�t of all French citizens. Pro 
tip: it wasn’t. It’s basically a study in political 
arrogance. The rationale was to make time:

• More “rational.”

• More egalitarian.

• Destroying religious consciousness in the 
new Republic.

The point, or one of the points, was to make 
churchgoers unaware of when then-Sunday 
was, so that they might be confused as to 
when the 7th day, the day of worship, actual-
ly happened, as it was just another weekday 
within a ten-day week. This was endorsed 
heavily by so-called experts of the time, no-
tably one CG Romme, a professor of physics. 
Fucker can physically get shot out of a can-
non. Many mathematicians and astronomers 
chimed in and stated that, yes, this was in-
deed a GOOD idea. They cited that the new 
Republic was to divest itself from the old 
ways and bring France to the forefront of rea-
son and progress.

The preliminary thing that made people go, 

“Wait, what?” was the change in time of the 
New Year, which is typically January 1st, to 
September 22nd, which was the “founding of 
the new French Republic.”  The French were 
very nonplussed by this and mostly still cel-
ebrated on the traditional date, but also on 
September 22nd. Two New Year’s in one year. 
Twice the wine. Vintners were making bank...I 
guarantee you this.

They also abolished holidays as which related 
to saints or other religious matters, leaving 
people even more confused. Furthermore, 
the average Frenchman absolutely HATED 
the new system. “What?! Henri, I gotta work 
for 9 days instead of just 6?! Le fuck?!” Spe-
cial clocks were made which had a notation 
for the regular Gregorian time and the new 
Republican time. For those who could a�ord 
clocks anyhow, as they were quite expensive 
back then. Recall when we had to trade our 
VHS players for DVD players, and it cost a 
fuckpile of money? Yeah, it was basically like 
that. Someone made a change, and now we 
all have to pay to keep up, in the name of 
progress, of course.
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For those curious, the French Republican week, or as they called 
it, décade, had the following days:

primidi (�rst day)

duodi (second day)

tridi (third day)

quartidi (fourth day)

quintidi (�fth day)

sextidi (sixth day)

septidi (seventh day)

octidi (eighth day)

nonidi (ninth day)

décadi (tenth day)

This continued for many years, alongside a number of other ri-
diculous ideas, which would take another entire article to cover.

The French First Republic continued to use this time system for 
12 years until the coronation of Napoleon in 1804. Monsieur Na-
poleon had a lot to process, and two years later, in 1806, basically 
said, “This is the dumbest shit ever. We’re going back to the time 
system that THE ENTIRE REST OF THE FUCKING WORLD USES!” and 
abolished this by decree. So ends the era of the French trying to 
re-invent time itself.

Live well, and count your hours as 24 in a day.

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Sean Baker strikes again with a fresh batch of 
content for Pornhub’s “celebrity” section! Of 
course, it might take a while to upload ‘cause 
movie studios are IP Nazis, but rest assured; 
we’ll �nally see a lot more entries for Mikey 
Madison in Mr. Skin. Sadly, we don’t get any 
full-on erect-dick penetration glory of 2012’s 
“Starlet.” It seems like Mr. Baker is trying to 
clean it up for that normie appeal.

Speaking of immigrants poisoning the blood 
of our vibrant music community, we need 
to build a wall to defend against the most 
dangerous immigrants of all. The Swedes! 
Speci�cally, Daniel Georg Ek, CEO of Spotify 
and digital Viking Marauder. The reason our 
red-blooded working-class Portland musi-

cians aren’t making any money at their craft 
is because it’s all available for (basically) free 
online. All the revenue that is getting gener-
ated from your hard work is going to some 
Baltic Coastal Liberal Elite! No more! With
this action plan, we are going to block any 
and all access to this and all other streaming 
services. If you want to listen to your favorite 
softboi singer-songwriter, you’re either going 
to have to pay to see him live (if he has one 
of our band permits), or buy one of his fuck-
ing albums like a goddamn adult!

Having to stick a goddamn pencil 
in the little spool to wind it up so it’ll work 
again? We’ll have no more of this nonsense in 
this great land, where the Columbia and the 
Willamette Rivers meet. Nobody even has a 
fucking cassette player anymore. What is the 
point? Clearly, this is a psyop by the same de-
vious meddlers who keep making ‘80s nights 
a thing. Those are also banned, by the way.

We’re gonna Make Portland’s Music Scene 
Great Again! Just you wait! You’ve never seen 
anything like this plan—or, rather, this con-
cept of a plan. It’s gonna be great! Trust me!
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I’m back, fuckers! I’ve taken a three-month 
hiatus from bringing you the quality bounc-
er-related content you’ve come to count on 
when picking up the new Exotic issue every 
month, but I assure you it’s been time well 
spent. I’ve made a few changes in both my 
living and work environments, and now that 
I’m all situated, it’s back to the grind. I had 
intended to continue my philosophy series 
with an article about Aristotle, but that dude 
can wait. I’ll return to philosophy eventually, 
but for now, something a little di�erent.
 
It occurred to me recently that not all bounc-
ers are cut from the same cloth. I’ve crossed 
paths with all sorts of security profession-
als over the years. Some of those varieties 
deserve big, sarcastic air quotes around the 
word “professional,” while others are truly 
deserving of the label. This month, I’ll be 
listing several species of bouncer and some 
characteristics that can help you spot them 
in the wild, sort of like the Sibley Guide that 
bird nerds like my younger brother use, but 
for identifying bouncers instead of dumb-ass 
birds.

Mall Ninja

The Mall Ninja is a good species for begin-
ners, as they are easily recognizable. This 
guy always regretted not joining the military 
and made up for it by going to work dressed 

like a giant dork. He wears the bulkiest body 
armor money can buy and adorns it with a 
massive assortment of unnecessary accou-
terments that almost completely go unused 
but that he keeps around because he might 
need them someday. On any given mall ninja 
plate carrier, you can �nd some combina-
tion of the following: gun, backup gun, knife, 
backup knife, extra ammo for the guns, extra 
ammo for the knives, stun gun, handcu�s, 
extra ammo for the handcu�s, pepper spray, 
batons, �ashlights, �rst aid kit, extra ammo 
for the �rst aid kit, tourniquet, body camera, 
extra ammo for the body camera, nunchucks, 
and morale patches bearing xenophobic 
slogans, micro-aggressions, and threats of 
violence. There’s usually a punisher skull 
somewhere on the mall ninja, if not on his ar-
mor, perhaps on his hat, or among the more 
enthusiastic of the species, possibly in tattoo 
form. It has been theorized that the mall nin-
ja’s plate carrier is meant to serve the same 
purpose as a bird’s brightly colored plumage, 
namely, to attract a mate, but that theory 
has never been proven and likely never will 
because, seriously, who the fuck is sleeping 
with this dingleberry? 

Vet Bro

This species de�nitely takes full advantage 
of the free meals o�ered to veterans on No-

vember 11th every year. He buys his t-shirts 
from companies like Gruntstyle that put 
American flags on the sleeves. He served, 
and there’s a zero percent chance that fact 
will have escaped your awareness; he won’t 
allow that. Spend enough time around this 
guy, and you’ll end up knowing the names 
of the dudes in his platoon in Iraq. He wears 
shorts made by cutting o� the legs of his 
camo uniform. You can break o� a conversa-
tion with him by thanking him for his service 
and wandering o�. That’s the validation he 
was seeking anyway. He likes being a bounc-
er because it reminds him of standing �re 
watch in boot camp.

Islander

If you go out with any degree of regularity, 
you’ll wind up having your ID checked by a 
Paci�c Islander. In his standup comedy, co-
median Adam Pasi, who is of Samoan heri-
tage, refers to nightclubs as “Samoan embas-
sies” and calls Samoa “an island that produc-
es 100 percent bouncers as its population.” 
And he’s really not exaggerating. There are a 
lot of Islanders in this city working security 
at bars and clubs. Think Maui from Moana, 
but dressed in all black. These are the nicest 
dudes on the face of the earth until you force 
them not to be. The only person I’d be more 
scared to �ght than an Islander is the crazy 
fucker that would even think about messing 
with an Islander.
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Brawler

This species wants to be Tyler Durden so badly. There’s a Fight 
Club poster on his bedroom wall, and sometimes, he has confus-
ing dreams about Brad Pitt. He goes to Brazilian jiu-jitsu classes 
5 days a week and aspires to be a UFC superstar. He listens to 
Joe Rogan’s podcast religiously and wears Tapout and A�iction 
shirts to work. Brawlers almost universally have terminal cases of 
cauli�ower ear. De-escalation isn’t a concept that has ever even 
crossed his mind; the opportunity to �ght motherfuckers at work 
is the whole reason he became a bouncer in the �rst place. Em-
ploying this guy will eventually cause an establishment’s insur-
ance premiums to skyrocket. 

Slacker

The Slacker is employed, and nobody around him really knows 
how or why. You could rip a fat line of schneef right in front of 
this species, and he’ll be too distracted by cat videos on TikTok to 
ever notice your presence. Any time there’s actual security work 
to be done, you may as well do it yourself because the Slacker 
can sense it coming and will instinctively go on a break. This spe-
cies can only exist in symbiosis with another bouncer, speci�cally 
one who will work hard enough to pick up the Slacker’s, well...
slack. Some specimens may be more insidious than others and 
could be classi�ed as parasites. Parasitic Slackers will drive their 
harder-working coworkers to quit out of the frustration that can 
only come from doing all the work but being forced to split tips. 

Casanova

The Casanova could be considered a subspecies of Slacker. Where 
the Slacker fucks o� merely for the sake of fucking o�, the Casa-
nova is on a mission: chasing tail. The only reliable quality of the 
Casanova is the certainty that he will ignore work in favor of spit-
ting game at every woman within his sphere of awareness. While 
the other bouncers are busy getting their teeth knocked out bust-
ing up a kerfu�e likely started by the Brawler on the team, the 
Casanova is blissfully unaware of that fact because he took the 
earpiece from his radio out of his ear while convincing yet anoth-
er cutie to save her number in his phone.

Well, that’s all for this month. Armed with this guide, venture out 
and see how many of these bouncer species you can spot! Now, 
this list is by no means exhaustive. There’s a shitload of di�erent 
varieties of bouncers out there, and maybe I’ll follow up down the 
road with another edition of the Bouncer Species Field Guide. But 
until then, happy hunting!
