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As a species, we tend to regard animals with 
fondness, or at the very least, with concern. 
We lavish attention on them, keep them 
in our homes, in zoos, in protected parks 
and wilderness preserves. We care about 
them. Most of them, anyhow. The human 
tendency to care about animals is largely 
predicated on how cute or human-like we

Ranked in no particular order.

Saiga Antelope

basement of this horror house for a bit of time, while it aired 
out…I would have had a nice piece of property. Out here in 
this hidden, country area of a sprawling city, where time ap-
parently did stand still, and you were left alone. Until your 
neighbors smelled your dead, decaying body.

Lessons Learned From This Experience

Lessons varied. It’s hard to say if I really learned anything oth-
er than relearning the already known fact that people lie, and 
salespeople especially so. I also learned that it is important 
to have people you’re in touch with, so that you aren’t left in 
a mess like this, and that one person’s de�nition of an “Ador-
able, relaxing bungalow” is another person’s Hell House. I just 
hope that whoever does become the lucky owner of this ador-
able bungalow gets a priest in there, as well as some other 
witches to cleanse the crap out of that house, because it gave 
everyone, including my realtor, the heebies and the jeebies. 
I will be keeping track of this house, though…because I do 
enjoy Asian pears and would like to know if the lucky future 
owner would be willing to allow me the opportunity to come 
and eat their fruit. So long as it doesn’t grow decaying, rotten 
fruit like a Hell House would. 

Hannah One Cup can be found around various parts of Portland, 
where questionable people tend to live, because those are her 
people, and that’s where she can a�ord to live. She’s also house 
hunting, and in each house, she’s making notes of whether to re-
turn or not, for some reason or other. If said house has a fruit tree, 
speci�cally of the pear variety, she will probably be seen on that 
property multiple times during this year. No, she isn’t interested 
in buying the house; she just wants to eat your fruit.
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In March of last year, We Are Every-
where, a film by Areem Rose, was 
screened at Clinton Street Theater. 
One year later, Rose, along with Cloud 
Stokely and Nikki Lev, began discuss-
ing the idea of hosting "We Are Every-
where Fest," a �lm and art festival that 
also featured a pole competition. The 
�lm, like the festival, is made by sex 
workers for sex workers.

Stokely, a featured performer in the
�lm who helped organize the screen-
ing, said it was warmly received. “It
was encouraging to see the positive 
response,” said Stokely, “…normies
seeing sex workers in a real and inti-
mate setting,”

The film followed five different sex 
workers (including Stokely) who lived 
and worked through the 2020 CO-
VID-19 pandemic, and highlighted
the di�culties of working during this 
time in an already high-risk �eld. Al-
though the screening was successful, 
Rose found di�culty getting the �lm 
accepted at �lm festivals. Not discour-

aged, Rose decided to do what every 
artist ends up doing in Portland. 

DIY. “If I can’t get my film into a fes-
tival, I’ll just make my own festival,” 
Rose explained.

Inspired by the Sex Worker Film and 
Arts Festival in San Francisco, Rose
thought something similar would �t 
perfectly in Portland. Anyone read-
ing this magazine is probably aware 
that Portland has more strip clubs per 
capita than any other city in America. 
The last numbers I saw show we have 
one club for every 11,286 residents. 
That’s more than Las Vegas and New 
Orleans. By that metric, we de�nitely 
have more sex workers per capita 
than San Francisco, so such a festival 
seems more than appropriate up on 
our side of the West Coast.

“Although we have a city where there 
are so many sex workers and every-
one knows a sex worker, there’s still 
a stigma regarding the role,” Stokely 
remarked.

Rose’s film addressed this stigma by 
letting the featured performers tell 

their stories, showing them as service 
industry workers, no di�erent than all 
the bartenders who live here, as well. 
The organizers hope the festival will 
further destigmatize the profession 
by showing the creative side of these 
folks in the community.

The festival itself is split into three
days this month. 

The �rst day, Monday, August 11, is a 
�lm festival, once again held at Clinton 
Street Theater. All the �lms featured 
will be made by sex workers, and 
conclude with another screening of 
the titular �lm by Rose. Don’t expect 
all the entries to involve sex work in 
some fashion, either. One of the �lms 
is an adorable documentary about 
bunnies. There will also be a ra�e for 
gift baskets from various sex worker 
retail stores, plus coupons for yoga
studios and massage companies.

The second day, Tuesday, August 11, 
is a pole competition. It’ll basically
be a takeover of Lev’s Kit-N-Kaboodle 
showcase on Tuesdays at Kit Kat Club. 
Readers of this magazine are prob-
ably already familiar with this themed 
night that champions all body types 
and genders. When Rose and Stoke-
ly brought the idea of the festival to 
Lev, Kit-N-Kaboodle seemed like the 
perfect night to host the pole com-
petition day of the festival, since the 
evening already centered around in-
clusivity. Toxic, whom I know every 
reader is at least vaguely familiar with, 
will be coming down from Seattle to 
MC the competition. First place will 
be a cash prize of a thousand dollars, 
with smaller cash prizes for second
and third place.
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The third day, Wednesday, August 
13, the �nal night of the festival, is a 
gallery show featuring 2D and 3D art 
made exclusively by local sex work-
ers, with a DJ providing music for the 
showing. The gallery will be hosted at 
a shared studio space (215 SE Morri-
son St.) and feature a variety of di�er-
ent pieces. 

“Not surprisingly, lots of sex work-
ers are also artists. Who knew?” Lev 
intoned. There’s been much talk of 
several pieces involving repurposed 
pleasers. But like the bunny docu-
mentary, the art isn’t always focused 
on the job. Expect a variety of instal-
lations. There will be some “really, re-
ally fun takes blending the sex work 
persona and the artist persona [of 
some of the featured artists],” Stokely 
elaborated.

Like every other artistic endeavor 
in Portland, this is clearly a labor of 
love. They pulled it together this year, 

but if enough of you readers turn up 
and the festival becomes a success, 
this power trio is more than happy 
to make it happen next year and the 
year after that. “The sky’s the limit,” 
says Lev.

Rose intends to keep this festival go-
ing every year for at least the next few 
years, but confessed that they hope to 
one day take the show on the road. Al-
though Portland is number one, there 
are sex workers in every city in Amer-
ica, and it’s an easy bet that they day-
light as artists. (See what I did there?)

But everything starts somewhere, and 
this one starts on the second Monday 
of this month. Although it mostly 
worked to coincide with the night 
Lev hosts at Kit Kat Club, Lev was also 
pleased with the festival being held in 
the beginning of the week. Since this 
event is also for sex workers, it helps 
that it’s not competing with people’s 
schedules, particularly the big mon-

ey-making days of Thursday through 
Sunday. 

We Are Everywhere Fest is a three-day 
event “created by and for sex workers, 
with the goal of amplifying creative 
expression, celebrating resilience, 
and dismantling stigma through pub-
lic art, �lm, and movement,” says Rose, 
concerning the festival’s mission 
statement. A reminder that these are 
members of the community, just like 
the bartenders, bouncers, and DJs. 
Not the cops, those are not members 
of the community. And like every oth-
er member of the community that is 
Portland, they are also artists trying to 
�nd their audience. Do ‘em a solid and 
be that audience. After all, they are ev-
erywhere. They are right behind you.

Or millions of dollars (or gold doubloons 
or tea bags or whatever the fuck they use 
in England). With Oasis’s triumphant re-
turn to the stage, these mouthy, drunken 
mancs have once again disproven the
boomers’ constant and obnoxious refrain 
of “rock is dead.” Rock is not dead, nor has 
it ever died, shit just changes, and you’re 
old. 

And speaking of old, we are starting to 
cycle back into that annoying part of 
music history where we hang onto dino-
saurs of the past, as some benchmark to 
judge all newer acts. Only now the eye-
rolling favorites aren’t Led Zeppelin and 
Pink Floyd. It’s shit that was big in the ‘90s 
and now creeping up into the ‘00s. Red 
Hot Chili Peppers and Rage Against The 
Machine (before they re-rebroke up) are 
still selling out arenas. Once Radiohead 
has a new album, they’ll sell out a world-
wide tour in seconds. The Cure apparently 
made more money on their last tour than 
they ever made in their entire career. And 
these are all bands with dudes in their 50s 
and 60s.

And what band exempli�ed the ‘90s nos-
talgia gravy train better than Oasis’s near-
unbelievable reunion? I just watched the 
footage from their inaugural show for
their comeback tour in Cardi� on July 4th 
(excellent timing, Brothers Gallagher). The 
crowd looked like a Taylor Swift concert. 
An entire sea of people screaming along 
to every word. Numbers don’t lie, and 
this band is at the height of their powers. 
Every show on the tour is sold out, and 
they’re not even doing anything new. 
Just a victory lap of all their old hits. They 
didn’t even play any songs released after 
2002!

Made me think of what other band could 
pull o� this world-dominating globe-trot. 
There aren’t a lot of rock bands left that 
could have this effect. Pretty much ev-
ery band ever has reunited, made their

cash grab, and gotten out, so not a lot of 
rock acts left that could match this hype. 
If Rage Against The Machine reunited
again, it just wouldn’t have the same wow 
factor as the last two times they reunited. 
Poor Blondie keeps reuniting and keeps 
cancelling tours because they’ve done
it too many times. You get one shot to 
come back and have everyone be stoked 
on it. These �ve acts could probably do 
it. Also, it’s my birthday, and I’d just like 
these bands to reunite ‘cause I haven’t
seen them. (Luckily, I saw Oasis in 2005, so 
I didn’t have to spend four grand to see 
them now).

The Smiths (Two Years Ago)

group really missed the boat to bury the 
hatchet and conquer the world. With
Andy Rourke’s tragic passing in 2023, it is 
now de�nitive that a true Smiths reunion, 
with all four members, will never be on 
stage again. I already requested this re-
union back when Andy was alive, and I 
am now regretting not mailing that issue 
of Exotic to all four members. You blew it, 
you melancholic mancs! You could’ve had 
it all! Anyone at a Morrissey show wishes 
they were at a Smiths show, and anyone 
who says otherwise is lying. Johnny Marr 
is an era-de�ning guitarist, but I guaran-
tee that anyone seeing his shows now 
wishes Morrissey was singing over those 
transcendent riffs. If only Andy hadn’t 
died and everyone had gotten over their 
shit, this band could’ve put Oasis’s tour to 
shame.

Sonic Youth

Highly unlikely this will ever happen, 
what with the marriage dissolution due 
to infidelity. I wouldn’t blame Kim for 
never wanting to be in the same room as 
Thurston. Still…if they could just see it as 
a business relationship. And a hell of a lu-
crative one! Imagine the demand for the 
OG independent rock band, especially
one where everyone is still alive? To be 
absolutely clear, I loved Kim Gordon’s lat-
est solo album, and I heard her live show 
was phenomenal. However, I think I, and 
a lot of other people in the world, would 
pay top dollar for a chance to see Sonic 
Youth live (especially for the �rst time, for 
all the youngins just getting into them). 
Speaking of era-de�ning guitar, name any 
current guitar-based group that doesn’t 
have a stylistic thread that leads back to 
this band. The children yearn for noisy o�-
set guitars!

The White Stripes

Jack White seems to be doing just �ne on 
his own. He is playing arenas (not neces-
sarily selling them out, but he’s playing 
them). He’s still an era-de�ning guitar-
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ist and continues to churn out ri�age that everyone loves. 
He also rebranded himself as the “blue guy,” rather than the 
“red and white guy,” so kudos for really making an e�ort to 
make a clean break from the past.

We know they can stand each other enough to 
be in the same room together. Now they just need to pick 
up them sticks.
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
