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Fall is o�cially here, and anyone who's been 
part of our local industry for even a short 
time knows what’s around the corner. That 
magical time of year, where the industry’s 
top performers grace us with their immense 
talent, and show us how truly special and 
diverse our industry and its many art forms 
really are! (Full disclosure: small portions of 
the following text were published last year, 
but on the whole, it’s not the same, so please 
continue reading…)

We are incredibly excited to announce Miss 
Exotic Oregon 2026 this year, but before we 
get into all the details of this year’s pag-
eant, I’d like to spend some time reminisc-
ing about how we got here. In the not-so-
distant past, we here at Exotic embraced the 
mayhem of bringing three major events to 
the industry each and every year. Perhaps 
few will remember the name of all three—
two are easy, but one has been retired for 
over six years. Yes, it’s really been over six 
years since the last Ink ‘n’ Pink competition, 
which is really hard to believe.

It might surprise many of you to learn that 
Miss Exotic Oregon is not Exotic’s oldest com-
petition—Ink ‘n’ Pink wears that medal (pun 
intended), and it's not even close. The very 
�rst Ink ‘n’ Pink competition happened in 
the fall of 2000, and there was actually live 
tattooing taking place during the competi-
tion. It was quite the spectacle indeed, and 
even though Exotic itself had barely turned 
seven at the time, we still threw a party that 
even Hefner would have approved of (and 
even if he wouldn't, we know Ron Jeremy 
would)!

Fast forward a decade, and Exotic would 
announce its next recurring, mainstream 
event. Any guesses? It’s gotta be Miss Exotic 
Oregon, right? Well, you’d be wrong. Polerot-
ica was announced in January 2010, and the 
competition has been held annually ever 
since (except, of course, 2020 and 2021, 
which the pandemic so cruelly robbed us 
of…). And that brings us to what’s “techni-
cally” Exotic’s youngest competition—Miss 
Exotic Oregon. Wait…WTF? Don't all the 
Miss Exotic promotional ads say, "The indus-

try's largest and longest-running pageant?" 
They do, and please let me explain, before 
everyone riots in the streets, screaming for 
our cancellation.

The format and structure of the Miss Exotic 
Oregon pageant you know today was actu-
ally �rst created and operated in 2009 under 
a di�erent, but very similar name—industry 
oldheads would easily recall. That said, the 
details of its demise were quite juicy, but we 
will—as they say—let sleeping dogs lie and 
not poke any bears. Anyway…the point is, 
while it may boil down to semantics, Miss 
Exotic Oregon’s format and structure make 
it technically the industry’s longest-running 
pageant, albeit the lawyers forced us to re-
work the name. Why is all this important? 
Read on, my truly beloveds.

Miss Exotic Oregon was created for one pur-
pose: to showcase the wide-ranging talent, 
skills, and creativity of exotic entertainers in 
the Paci�c Northwest—especially to those 
that are not consistently visiting indus-
try establishments, and may have skewed 
views of what our industry represents. The 
comments, remarks, and reactions I’ve 
heard and seen from the average, non-
industry patron at the Finals of Miss Exotic 
Oregon have been overwhelmingly positive. 
Utter amazement, shock, and awe, to name 
just a few. You see, the average person who 
doesn't spend much (or any) time at strip 
clubs has an entirely di�erent perception 
of what this amazing art form truly encom-
passes. When they see the sheer magnitude 
of physical talent, beautifully interwoven 
with the immense level of creativity, it com-
pletely blows their mind. 

After the pageant was reborn through the 
scenario described above, it was created 
with the utmost integrity in mind to provide 

all contestants with a completely level play-
ing �eld and an entirely equitable chance 
to win or place. Such integrity cannot exist 
when a competition or pageant is owned 
and operated by a gentlemen’s club, and 
history has proven that. It takes a third-par-
ty operator with no vested interest in the 
�nal outcome for the pageant to truly have 
validity and illustricity. 

Have we made some mistakes over the 
years? Yes, we have. And with every mis-
take that was made, we've personally taken 
the challenge to improve the pageant and 
ensure that it was never repeated. As with 
all things in life, there's a learning curve, 
and it's not a perfect process, but it's how 
you respond to the challenges that is key.

How do they qualify, 
you may ask? Well, let's break it down…it's 
dependent on their ranking in the following 
categories: Theme, Stage Presence & Interac-
tion, Body/Figure, Grace, Agility & Skill, Out�t/
Costume, Originality, Beauty, and Class/Style.

The �nal component to their overall rank-
ing and chance to compete in the Finals 
is customer votes. They need your support 
through your attendance, voting, and, of 
course, tipping! We hope that everyone 
will come and celebrate the wide range of 
diversity and talent that makes our industry 
thrive, as it’s showcased throughout this Oc-
tober and November. Let’s also take a mo-
ment to appreciate all Miss Exotic Oregon 
pageant winners to date! That's right, we 
have all thirteen of them, along with their 
o�cial Exotic covers, to the right.

• MISCELLANEOUS •
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It’s October at the point you’ll be reading 
this. That is, unless the earth has �nally said 
“I’ve had enough of your crap” and decided 
to start getting itself sucked into a blackhole 
for real. It’s another month �lled with insane 
and improbable scenarios you wouldn’t have 
tried to dream as possible 10 years ago. Hal-
loween is supposed to ring in the “spooky” 
season, but at this current point in time, it’s 
no spookier than any other time of year. If 
anything, everything starts mellowing out 
because the weather is cooling down and the 
rain is weighing down all the craziness. 

But spooky situations do happen, and now 
is as good a time as any to go over some of 
those situations you might �nd yourself in, 
and what you should do if you encounter 
them.* For added e�ect, picture these situa-
tions with you being in a costume of some 
sort, like a cow costume with udders or 
something, I don’t know.

(*Heavy emphasis on the fact that all of this  
is based on my own opinion, and that my 
brain thinks about these sorts of things on a 
daily basis, so do with that as you will.)

Someone is threatening you with some sort 
of scary-looking, sharp object and starts 

walking towards you…

First off, I take no chances with this sort 
of thing. If it’s dark outside, all bets are o�. 
If you are trying to scare your friend at that 
time of day, may the gods be with you, be-

cause the movie I play out in my head is not 
going to play out how you want it, at least if 
your friend is doing it right. If someone ap-
pears to threaten you with an object and 
comes towards you, run at them screaming 
and waving your arms all around, like a crazy 
person.

You are being followed by someone who is 
keeping their distance…

Stop where you are, so long as you’re in 
public and around people. If not, turn 
around and perform the �rst stunt we talked 

about above. Stop, notice the person who is 
following you, and then walk towards them. 
They’ll feel somewhat awkward but probably 
still intrigued enough to follow you around. 
So, reverse the situation, and start following 
them around. Whispering something around 
them just so they can hear it, “My infection 
just cleared up, and I’ve got a bottle of Malört 
in the back of my van down the street, if you 
don’t mind dealing with my collection of spi-
ders and hair.” Keep following them until they 
start walking speedily. When they get to a 
run, that’s when you can quit. But not before 
continuing to send them o� with an obvious, 
intent stare, and a friendly wave goodbye.

All of these 
situations are spoken from first-hand experience, unfortunately/
fortunately, so she would also like to point out, from more �rst-hand 
experience, that at this time of year, a carved pumpkin could also be 
utilized as a deterrent in some manner. Let your imagination go crazy.
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Well, shit, folks, where does the time go? I’ve 
been keeping myself busy of late with the 
whole stand-up comedy thing; Tits & Giggles 
at X is now happening every Thursday, and 
we’ve started up an open mic at Dixie Tavern 
on Tuesdays. I’ve also been writing jokes and 
performing once in a while. It might come as a 
shock, but I have comedy pretty much always 
on my mind these days. That’s nothing new, 
though; although I’ve only been performing 
stand-up for a few months, I’ve been deliver-
ing comedic bits IRL the entire eight years I’ve 
worked as a bouncer. 

The other day, I was talking with a comic I’ve 
recently gotten to know, and we started dis-
cussing the feeling of magic you feel when 
you make your audience laugh. It occurred to 
me that, beyond a mere feeling, comedy could 
be described as a powerful form of magic, in a 
literal sense. Jokes, bits, and sets are incanta-
tions, spells, and rituals, and a skilled comedic 
practitioner can cause the audience to lose 
control over their own bodies; doubled over 
with laughter, spasming involuntarily, robbed 
of breath, rivers of tears �owing down red fac-
es, all by speaking some magic words. Magic 
like that would be a pretty useful tool in the 
bouncer’s toolbox.

If you think about it, jokes are inherently dis-
arming; a good joke sets up an expectation in 
the minds of the audience, and an effective 
punch line undermines that expectation – or 
clobbers the ever-loving shit out of it with a 
brick. If you zoom out a little bit on that con-
cept, the fractal holds its shape: as a bouncer, 
a lot of people walk up to you at the front 
door, already bracing themselves for you to 
act like an asshole towards them. In all likeli-
hood, it’s nothing personal. Our profession, in 
general, has a reputation for being assholes—
deserved or not—but that’s the expectation 
that’s been set up for them. The punchline in 
this case, is that far from being the asshole 
they expected, you made them laugh on their 
way in the door, and in so doing, you’ve placed 
them at ease and established a new tone for 
the rest of their night; you’ve just pumped up 
their Reeboks on their way inside to spend 
some dollars (Now your spells are manifesting 
money as well!).

Pre-pandemic, my friend Joel and I worked 
the front door at Dixie together, and we made 

an absolutely classic comedic duo. Joel loved 
telling really dumb dad jokes any time we had 
to hold the line; it kept us engaged with the 
customers waiting to get in, and it made the 
wait a bit more fun. I naturally assumed the 
role of comedic straight man, pretending to 
be annoyed or disgusted any time Joel started 
a joke, as though I’d heard that same joke so 
many times that having to hear it again caused 
me actual physical pain. I was like Bert, endur-
ing with annoyance, Ernie’s silly ass bullshit. It 
was, of course, all a show for the bene�t of the 
customers in line, and it never failed to keep 
the atmosphere light and fun.

Over the years, I’ve added several bits to my 
front door repertoire. When circumstances 
don’t call for a pat down, I’ll still get custom-
ers who turn around and hold their arms out, 
as a function of muscle memory more than 
conscious thought. I handle these encounters 
by telling the dude that if he wants me to put 
my hands on him like that, it’ll cost him extra. 
Gets a good laugh 99 times out of a hundred. 
On the �ip side of that equation, sometimes I’ll 
pat a guy down, and the girl walking in with 
him will jokingly bat her lashes at me and ask 
if I’m going to pat her down, too (I realize how 
made up that sounds, but I swear to God it 
happens all the time). In that scenario, I’ll turn 
around, put my hands against the wall, as-
sume the position, and suggest instead that 
I’m going to need her to pat me down before I 
can let her in. Another reliable laugh, plus I get 
myself groped for free!

I had a front door bit go viral recently on Insta-
gram, scoring me 5 million views and nearly a 
half-million likes, in which I �re a confetti gun, 
and as the glimmering scraps of mylar �utter 
down around the head of the kid standing in 
front of me, I drop the bomb that I’m con�s-
cating his fake ID. When we �lmed that video, 
the kid looked for a second like he might 
swing, but as he began to process the joke of 
the whole thing, he shook the �sts out of his 
hands, nodded in a grudging acknowledge-
ment that what just went down is pretty fuck-
ing hilarious, and walked away. Checking IDs 
is an abundant source of material for bits. Even 
my fake ID collection is a bit; I keep them in a 
binder, organized in card pages, with the cover 
adorned with Pokémon imagery and the mes-
sage “Gotta catch ‘em all!” My favorite game to 
stave o� boredom is to target the last person 

in a group, and scrutinize their ID way harder 
than I did their friends’. I’ll look back and forth 
between the person and the photo on their 
ID, again and again, furrow my eyebrows, and 
really sell them my skepticism to the point it 
makes them nervous, before I laugh and tell 
them, “I’m just fucking with you. Have fun!” 
That joke always gets the whole group laugh-
ing. I once knew a guy who thought it was hi-
larious to smell everyone’s ID while checking 
it, as if the sni� test was just a normal part of 
the ID-check process.

A well-timed joke can e�ectively de-escalate 
those dick measuring contests that seem to 
thrive when the sun goes down and B.A.C. 
goes up. Interpersonal tension dissipates 
pretty quickly when everyone involved un-
expectedly laughs together. A coworker once 
told me a story about a customer giving o� 
some body language, hinting that he was 
ready to get physically belligerent, prompting 
said coworker to yell at him: “Hey! You do not 
want to hit me!” This piqued the guy’s interest, 
prompting him to ask, “Oh? Why not?” The co-
worker responded, “Because that would make 
me cry, and then you’d feel bad about it!” Once 
the guy was able to stop laughing and catch 
his breath, they had a friendly and productive 
encounter. 

Bouncer work is fun for me. It doesn’t have 
to be that serious all the time. Feel free to try 
some of my bits at whatever door you happen 
to be working, or come up with a few of your 
own—either way, look for ways to work a joke 
or two into your work routine!

CD sales overtook vinyl sales around 1988, 
according to a graph I vaguely recall seeing 
a while ago. Twenty years later, in 2008, vinyl 
sales overtook CD sales, in another article I 
sorta remember reading. Vinyl sales have sig-
ni�cantly climbed since, and account for the 
majority of sales for physical media in music. 
Sadly, this still pales in comparison to money 
spent on music writ large. That slice of the pie 
still goes to Spotify. Even more sadly, if you 
go look at that pie chart, physical music sales 
in general are a tiny little sliver. That sliver is 
divided up even further, between CDs, vinyl 
records, and (against all reason and the natu-
ral order of things) cassette tapes.

I doubt anyone could’ve predicted that 
comeback. There was definitely a period
there in the late ‘90s and early ‘00s, where vi-
nyl nearly died. I know this because albums 
that came out around that time are really 
hard to �nd on vinyl. Likely because either 
very few were pressed, or simply none at all. 
CDs were at their absolute dominance at this 
point, and the Napster revolution was just 
around the corner.

Even though the tech oligarchs assumed that 
physical media in general would die, and it 
would just be invisible data downloaded
(later streamed) directly into our brains for a 
price (later a monthly service fee), the people 
rose up and said otherwise with their dollar.

Vinyl (with a download card) came out on 
top, after the clash of titans in the late 2000s, 
as the victor in the short-lived media wars for 
no other reason than a bunch of obnoxious 
hipsters said it sounded better. Suspiciously, 
this vinyl resurgence coincided with the in-
su�erable stomp-clap-hey era of indie rock. 
That shit sounds like it was made for vinyl 
and the unwashed assholes who brag about 
owning it.

But eras come and go. Just like in the late 
‘90s, they thought nothing would replace 
CDs, and like how we now believe nothing
will replace capitalism, time makes fools of us 
all. Empires rise and fall. 

So what’s the next cool, quirky, obnoxious
music snob medium that’ll overtake vinyl? 
The twenty-year cycle is nearly upon us. 
Come 2028, it’ll be time for one medium to 
eclipse the current champion. What will it be? 
The hipsters tried (and thank fucking God 

failed) to make cassette tapes the next thing, 
so luckily it won’t be that. 

CDs

The beaten contender rises again to snatch 
back its title. You think I’m being funny, but 
this is a very real possibility. Calling it now 
that in 2028, CD sales will surpass vinyl sales. 
Then, the pendulum will swing back to vinyl 
in 2048. And so on. On the real, look at eBay 
and Discogs. Certain CDs, from the late ‘80s 
through the ‘90s, are stupidly expensive. They 
are becoming collector’s items—especially 
golden age hip-hop. I’ve seen some going for 
over $200. Insane right? Plus, they are liter-
ally starting to advertise Bluetooth CD play-
ers...as like a cool new compact thing to play 
all those CDs you aren’t able to play, ‘cause 
nothing has a disc drive anymore. I mean, it’s 
just a CD player. We already have those, but 
they’re just rebranding and reselling them to 
us. Look it up. Calling it now. 2028.

Flash Drives

Look this up, too. The White Stripes did a 
short run of their last album, Icky Thump, 
as little Jack and Meg Lego-ish �gure �ash 
drives. As far as I know, absolutely no one 
bought them. I see some insu�erable hip-
ster indie rockers trying to make this a thing 
again. Just like that foul-smelling fuckwit in 
dirty overalls, asking you if you’ll buy their 
shitty acoustic songs on a cassette tape, at 
the sweaty basement show you just su�ered 
through. I think that same dipshit is going 
to be trying to hawk his one-sided breakup 
songs on �ash drives come next year.

Eight-Tracks

Who knows. Where the cassette tape resur-
gence failed, maybe the eight-track resur-
gence will succeed. They do have some ob-
vious bene�ts, such as not being able to be 
rewound, and also playing in a continuous 
loop.

We are one 
TikTok away from some stoned zoomer do-
ing that annoying thing where they talk with 
the words going across the screen about how 
there used to be iPhones that your helicopter 
parents couldn’t call you on, and they were just 
for music. The little wheel selector, the blue and 
white screen. The whole process of “loading 
one up.” It’s all gonna come around as a cool, 
nostalgic blast from the past. Kids will have
them dangling next to their fucking labubus, 
and pay top dollar for the older, bulky ones for 
cool points. Hopefully, you still have your old 
iPod so you can gouge some insecure, clout-
chasing zoomer for it. Follow me for more free 
�nancial advice.
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We are all familiar with the characters 
selected to sell us junk food. There 
are so many of them. I'm going to ex-
amine some of the interesting beings 
in fast food land, and hope to good-
ness that they do not try to �nd me 
and murder me. You stay away from 
my house, Ronald! This is a selection 
of popular fast food mascots, and 
some fun facts about them all. There 
are a lot of interesting details about 
how we got to where we are today, in 
terms of these entities that try to sell 
us fast food, the creations of market-
ing people who all sort of collectively 
said at one point, "Yes, this is the way 
to sell burgers."

Ranked in no particular order.

McDonald's

Also known as Mickey D's, McBullshit, 
or in Australia as "maccas"—not sure 
what that's about. However, the land-
scape they painted, in terms of their 
marketing characters, is immense. 
Ronald McDonald is, of course, one 
of the most well-known clowns in 
the universe. He was first played by 
Willard Scott, known best for being 
Bozo the Clown, and was snatched 
up to play Ronald by Mickey D's in 

the early '60s, but he only did so for 
two years.

"Er, but have 
you thought lately about hamburg-
ers?" This could possibly work out in 
your favor.

KFC

The Colonel. Iconic mascot. Colonel 
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Sanders basically says KFC, without 
saying KFC. You just see the Colonel 
and his bearded face, and you know 
there's chicken around here some-
where.

He was a real person, and not a cre-
ation of a marketing group. Harland 
Sanders, who lived from 1890 to 
1980. Not a bad run. But he came up 
with those 11 herbs and spices used 
in KFC's fried chicken. He was also 
known to whip his cock out in public 
and slap people around with it. He's 
been dead for 45 years, but remains 
the brand ambassador and mascot.

Jollibee

He even got a 
video game called "Yo! Noid," which 
I've played and is actually pretty fun.

The Noid has 
come and gone over the decades, 
but they bring him back now and 
then, most recently in 2021.
